Within this framework, notions of place, spatial experience,
representation, and pedagogical strategies are examined through
multifaceted perspectives. Additionally, theoretical discussions on
inter-city collaborations and spatial production dynamics underline
the journal's commitment to architectural and design discourse while
embracing cross-disciplinary engagement.

The preparation of this volume has marked a significant step in
MODULAR JOURNAL's internationalization efforts. Notable
developments include updates to the advisory board, enhancements
to author and institutional diversity, and revisions to submission
templates. The increase in international contributions and the
diversification of topics and perspectives have been central to this
evolution.
